i Greetings oh mighty thrower of stools, how are you
i roday ? Begin by telling us what's been happening
] with Morphosis sinee you appeared in Deprived
ifsue one.
- Hi Brian, oh most drunken of all incurable piss ~ beads,
Since your first issue we've recruited a new bassist (Pete
Brady) and a new vocalist (Paul Marten) and we're now
busy writing new material and playing gigs in various
parts of the country. Right now we're finalising
everything for a new promo in four weeks.
Describe the new mafterial that has been writien.
How does it compare 1o 'Modus Operandi’ ?
- We've kept preity much the same approach with the
. mew stuff, 50 it's basically more all out hell. Some of the
songs are shorter and a bit more to the point and they 've
B become a bit more involved structura and playing wise
5 although it's cerainly not ATROCITY or anything,
Speaking of 'Modus..', how has that demo sold ?
! Have you received any bad reviews in zines ?
¥ - So far we've shified 550 copies. I've never seen any
bad reviews although I was told about one recently ina

into what we're doing. Yeah, we need a second guitarist
alright. We've been busy getting new material and a new
line up together so we decided 1o keep working towands
the new promo and look for somebody after that's
recorded,

How frequent do you hehearse ? Are your rehears-
als totely serious or do you have some fun aswell ?
- We're in once or twice a week which is all we need
really. Before we recorded "Modus...' we were rehears-
ing with the old line up 3 or 4 times weekly and we got
sick of the sight of oneother which was one contributing
factor to the last split. We try to use studio time well
andget as much done as possible but there is also a3 lot of
messing and we do have 8 langh too. I reckon it's 2 good
combination of both.

- Tobe totally fuckin’ honest 1 don't listen to any lnsh
bands at all. In mv opuwon FIFTH DOMINION, PRIM-

DARKTHRONE, eternally an enigma, have recently
changed from Peaceville to the Norwegian
Moonfog label. Their outspokeness was apparent-
Iy too hot for the UK label to handie. We spoke 1o
Fenriz before this occurrence, and heard about
some of his view points.

What inspired (i) the conception of
DARKTHRONE (ii) the musical direction which
DARKTHRONE chose to follow?

- (1) Can't remember. (i1) the essence of DARKTHR-
OMNE is arrogance - hostility - eccentrism - misanthr-
ophy. This affects our musical direction, but also
Norway - Norge - 15 a major influence. And Satanism.
Why were you determined to make each of vour
albums more musically extreme than the

last? Would you were trying 1o drive non-pure black
metal fans away from your music, and aftraci only
the dedicoted?

(gultar) answered my guestions.

Can you begin by telling us what the band have
been up to in the last 12 months ?

- Well after our departure from Roadnumner in early '93
we decided that we had to better our situation, so we
pretty much worked and got certain things straightened
out that vear, It took us some time, but we knew it would
helpus in the Jong run, because this past year we were
able to put more time ioto the band than we ever have
been able to before. We were pretty busy with IMMO-
LATION in '94... This time last year (Jan) we were up i
Canada, (in the northern winds of doom), and were
wrying to play a few shows. We had a lot of problems dus
1o those who arranged it all, but it was still a good tnp
and we got to play a couple of good shows up there.. ..
We plan to get back up north once the new album is
done, After that we were writing new material, rebears-
ing and catching up on our mail. We then started to get
our new promo tape under way , as well as plan a trip o
South Amenica. We started recording our new material
1o April at Voriex Sound Studios i New Jersey. We
recorded all three songs that were to be on that tape, and
before wecould finish there were some problems with
the equipment, 50 nothing we did was useable. Even
though this happened, it was not s complets waste
becanse we started talking with Chris Forbes
(Metalcore). His brother Jim runs Vortex Sound. We
saw that Chris was still into the scene as always, if not
even more, and that he was into the business aspects of
this scene o, S0 1t turned out that we asked him to be
our manager, While we were waitmg for the recording
equipment w get fixed, so we could et back nto the
studio, we kept writing and taclang care of peeded
business. The south Amernican trp was petting closer

o comung together, so we started preparing for that, and
in July we went down to Lima. Peru and did the show Tt
was a great tnp. The people down there were real] ¥ cool
to us, Jorge Lujan (Brutal Records) set it al]

i

up, and HADEZ and MORTEM did the show as well.
They even showed us around the caty and all. We look
forward to going back down there and piaying all across
South Armerica next time. Once August came round we
were abie to go back into the studio and get the promo-
tional tape done. Since then we've sent it out to a
oitmber of labels and are in contact with some now. We
hope to have something worked out fairly soon. We also
bave recently hooked up with Frank Stover (Visions
From The Darkside), to havea official overseas address,
IMMOLATION Germany. And be’s been helping us out
f lot. Now we are preparing to record the new album,
and plan to get into the studio in March / April. Wecan't
wait 1o get the new one out and get back on the road.
Many people thought IMMOLATION had broken
up due 10 your long silence, Was iz difficult io
spread the word that you were still active ?

- It's understandable that many people thought we broke
up, but it wasn't really hard to pet the word around.
Onece we got things moving again be basically wrote to
all the people who's mail we were unable w answer in
the past few months prior to then, and contacted a
number of other people as well.

You described your new material as very dark and
enholy. Do you think your previous material can
also be put under this fille ?

- Of course it can. Pretty much every piece of matenal
written by IMMOLATION / RIGOR MORTIS (NY), fits
under that catepory. It's just that when people ask us of
the new songs we want 1o be sure that they know that
we have not changed our style, but oaly have made jt
betier, and that they can expect nothing less on our new
album than IMMOLATION in it's darkest form.

Tell us some details about the live CD you've
released on Repulse Records. What material
appeared on it ? Are you satisfied with the deai and
why did you opt 1o release if ?




- Firstof all it's not really 5 "live” CD . It has v uve uscks
on it from "88 /B9, but it 1s mainly » look back at our
demos and earliest recordings.

- We believe in ourselves and write about what we see
and feel. We look at things from differeat points of view
and twist it all around. Different people are going to lock
at pur words in different ways. It's obvious that we have
anti - Christian ideas, that's what Christians would call
them, and they would probably call them Satanic as well.
That's the way we see it; what we feel it natural to us
and we don't care what anyonpe thinks about it..... One
thing that is for sure is that there are a lot of people out
there who do relate to our music and that is what
matters, and inspires us

Are you disappointed that vou parted company ?

- Our leaving Roadrunner was completely different than i
the other bands they dropped. We caly did one album §
with them, and it did well. They know it did and they
extended our contract for the second LP. However, they
were getting impatient for the new material, and thie was
after we set up and financed our own US tour without
any help from them. So we basically told them to makea
decision, either back us, orlet us go. We told them that
we would be doing another LF, with or without them so
what ever they wanted to do was OK by us. They choss
10 let s go, and we were happy sbout it. We originally
only wanted to do one LP with them anyway, and since
they really did dot want to promote us the way we
thought we should be promoted, we felt it was better off
for us, snd them. Now we are looking forward to
working with a labe! that believes in what we're doing,
who believes in IMMOLATION, and not the popularity i
of & certain penre of music, i
What details can you tell us abour your second b
album ? When is if due for release ? [
- For the next couple of rmonths we will be doing some b
serious rehearsing wogether, and will be recording the b
album in March / April.

I hear vou have plans to play in Norway. Will the
band be touring Europe and other paris of the

world frequenily ?

- As soon as that album is recorded we will be playing
out like never before, and will travel to any place we
possibly can.

- Yes ahsolutely it's more fun to po and bear two very
different bands than 2 bands that sound almost the same
at the same show,

Sweden has long been famous for good bands
which play in a certain style. Do vou think this
makes ir difficelt for new Swedish aets to convince
people that they can play with an original sound, or
do vou think the reputations is helpful ?

Is it difficult to handie all of these prajects ?

- Well, bath yse ond no. Sometimes it can be hard to
keep up with all the Jetters that | receive every day
‘canse | stll have a regular job too. But nowadays [ have
some days off every month from work 1o answer letters,
etc. T hope to po down to work only half time within a
year ars50. | will never leave the underground 1 think. 1
live for it !

1 heard about this and thought st was
preny unbelievable. because whatever cpe may think
about the person Varg Vikernes. the musicis mneredible
and belongs to the most important of tus genre. Thus
whole issue stirted 10 ioterest me and | first tryed o get
another label ta release BURZUM without suscess,
though, This other label then suggested 1o me a split -
release with Metalion of Head ot Found and Slayer
Magazine in Norway . There were some talks about this.
but due 10 financial difficulies from hus side i fell
throuph, At around that ume I was already pegonanng
with Varg und his mother concermng the release of "Hvas
Lyset Tar Oss', and as hme weat by | decided to found
my own Jabel and o release it on Y own, basically
more or Jess for the sake of seeng this album out. [
didn 't thunk at that time that 1t would be possible Lo sell
many copies of thus album because of the mitial boycotts
from labels and distributors.

Misanthropy Records will work only with
bands that we absolutely approve of. First of all. we
have to fove the music. If we den't think that the band
has enormous talent. creanvity and individualist, then
we won 't bother, What 's also important for us is that we
get on with bands on & personal level, meanung : we bave
to be able to respect the personalities behind the hand -
they have to be intelligent individuals | A mam pownt of
Misanthropy s the good co-opereation berween the
bands and the label. We discuss everything with the
bands and give them total ariisuc freedom to do L
whatever they want to do. No matter 1if it's concermung 1
advertising, layouts, merchandise, or licensing desls, we
inform them about everything and let them approve it
We try to not work with the "rules” of the co-operanve
music bwsness, which says that the bands are just
products and subjects to be cashed in on. We try to pive
our bands really good deals. monthly rovalty payments
{when the norm 15 haace 8 year for most labels, if atall)
and they always know exactly how many slbums they
have sold.

Our aim is 1o release and promote leresiing
and unique bands and to take it all on a hugher level.
About two or three times 2 year we release a newsletier
with info on our bands together with a mai] order
catalogue. Mainly we distribute only our merchandise
but if we think that something's excepuonally good, we
mignt consder selling 1t wo. For example we have now
started selling BLOOD AXIS merchandise (industnal
band from the USA), some Literature {booklets of the
Austrian artist Kadmon, who elso plays o the industrial
band ALLERSEELEN), ESOTERIC CDs (hatefull
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tortured doom from the UK}, and & few jlems more.
However, the main thing we believe in is qualiry oot
quantity, and that's why we oupht not release much ata
time, but above average siff,

I don’t know yet what
exactly the future will hold for Misanthropy, we might

also go inio book publishing at some point - simply
going on releasing things (not only records) that we may
find interesting and different, no matter what the
CONSEUEnCES.

Who amongst us has not heard of
BURZUM - or of Varg Vikernes, the notori-

- The Viking biood still runs through our veins. The sem-
ite - socialistic Chnstians have systemancally destroyed
our culture, our religon (cosmology really}, and every-
thing belonging to the Germanie tribes. Even our myths
are rwisted and corrupted . Nevertheless are we Germanic
and thinking, and behaving thereafier, It is not echoes
from the past, it is echoes from ourselves, The arche-
types awake within us.

I belitve you used the same recording siudio as pop
band AHA !

-We had planned to use the same studio as ATLA used
for their second or third album so we chose another
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studio instead. Thas ope 15 situated about 25 miles from
where we live so we bad to stay over there for quite
some time. A great friend of us came along to help out
with the producing . As 1t seems 1o turn out pow we will
differ qute much on the sound through the wholealbum,
50 ] guess we shall just await the whole thing and see
what happens. Mos of the tme it's just for the better
be impulsive than o plan anything.

Considering the grear response 1o your ‘'Isle Of
Men' demo (2,500 copies sold) , do you think thar
your full length release will make a big name for IN
THE WOODS ?Would you like o become well
known?

-We don't have the slightest idea if the al bum will creaie
2 "big” name for us. Come to think of it, ] personally,
have not shared a single thought for that part. The most
important thing though, 15 to get to spread the music all
over as much as possible, so people at least get the cha-
noe to know it exasts.

Tell me how you achieved those sound effects,
which make ir seem as though one is siting af the
bottom of a swimming pool, listening 1o the sounds
all around.

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- We program the effects h}rwurkingmuwhmh land of
sound will have the required effect for the part it 15 inten-
ded for, in terms of enhancing the feeling we arc
xpressing. Effects are something that have to be
“writen” in vour mund (unless you'd rather leave the
results 1o chance. We do not). Y ou have to know the
sound vou want, and how to et il [involves knowang
the capabilities of your effects, and the extensiveness of
vour mund, the greater the insight, the greater the effect.
De you think that certain substances are essential
in their mind opening capacity, for creating music
? Could you recommend any specifically ?

- Drrups aren't essential in thewr mund opemung capacity,
though they are effectual when i the nght hands,
Firstly, vou have o have an open tmund in order for them
0 be of value. Percepuonally herghterung drugs, such as
cannabis and | S[¥ increase vour perception of colour
and sound. thus giving a broader vision of perspectves
for creativiey and thought, When used intelligently, drug:
can broaden your sensory and menlal percephon (o be of
an advantage 10 vour mind. Not ooly o creanviny, butio
thought, perspectives, expenence and so on . All drugs
showld be legalised. Most impontantly, people sbould
have the freedom of chowee. Secondly. death illness, and
insanity only usualy occur | the odd excepoon notwithst
anding) through sapidity on behalf of the user. If
someope 15 stupid enough 1o become addicied 10 drugs,
or abuse themselves with drugs by remaiming ignorant 1o
the possible effects, or otherwise, then who cares if the
die 7 do pot, Why have jaws w protect people from
their own stupidity ? The earth 1 over - crowed enough
asit1s. [ wouldn't recommend any drug o anvone (1
would, trv mushrooms - Brian). ['s up to them 1f they
want to use them or not. | am myself, and [ do what [ do
for my own reasons, other people wall be different. Each
different drug has a different effect. If peopleare
interested then they should find out for themselves, acc-
ording to which effect (s) they want 10 expenence. Each
ume vou take any drug, it can be a different expeneace
It depends upon where you want 10 take 1 withun vour
mumd.

I have it en good authority that your gigs are
something to behold - do you enjoy playing live,
and how do you recreate those sounds * What else
do you do Io render an uniqueness into your gigs ?
Is i difficult 1o retain audience inrerest during the
longer pieces ?

- Well, wi enjoy playiog our music and thatisit, 1t e
neither bere nor there as to wether we have an audience
orpot. Obviously, if we are playung bive, 1t belps o
finance the gig, and we don't mund there being an audie-
nce. If others enjoy it then it's & bonus. We recreate the
effects we use everv tme we play, whetherit'sa gigora
rebearsal. We therefore have mastered using the effects
whilst playing our instruments, The music is the mam
tocus pount of our gigs. Our appearance, SXpressions,
eic, may be reflective of the expression of the music, but
tnal is & natural reaction, nota performance or act. Other

W
than this, it is the originality of the music that makes our
gigs different. I've been told that the effect is very pow-
erful. The whole building usually shakes, soit's certanly
herd to1gnore. If the audience likes the music, then 1t
holds thear attennon. 1f they don't then 1t doesn'L.

Are you planning any more gigs or tours soon ?

- Wewill be doing 2 European tour with BAL-SAGOTH
in Spring '95. We may also bedoing a small UK tour
with INVERTED (Sweden) mudway through 95, We
also bope to do s few "one-off” gigs i England before
next spring.

Tell me @ bir abour vour lyrics - | have seen them
described as Satanic, bur ather than the Enochian
verse in "Berzft" | I do not see anything particul —
arly Satanic in them - am I missing something ?
-Yes, vou are probably oaly lookang at the words thems-
elves. If you look more deeply, vou should be able 1o see
the Satapic philosophies in the lyncs. One of the more
noticeable examples s “Eradification (Of Thorns) ™ wher-
in the lynes speak of vengeance upon those that have
dealt me pan. For me to explan all of the instances wou-
1d take Wwo long bere. Look at the lynes from all perspec-
tives, and quesnon why. The lyncs deal vath topics, such
as dark emonons, Satanismo, death, depression, hatred,
thought, mowledge, magck, introspechon, sociefy , reli-
gion, oppression, knowledge of "self” and so on.

Tell me abour some of vour strongest values or
beliefs some of the guidelines by which you live
your life. Are they unigue fo you, or do the others
in ESOTERIC share your opinion ?

-Well, in 50 far as that we are all Satanusts, yes, the oth-
ers do share most of my philosopiues. However, Satan-
15m is an individual concept, as |'m sure vou know, and
therefore it wall vary from person Lo person. especially
since us being individuals marks out at least some diff-
erences n our thoughts and views, On & more general
level, we do share sumilar perspectives, expenences,

and thoughts, | do not live my life by any puidelines, ag
that would only serve to limut separate, temporal instan-
ces of occurrences that [ may need o view or deal with
from a different perspective. My stronpest values at this
poiot in ume are my freedom, self-preservation. to indu-
Ige in pleasure, achieve my desires, vengeance, know-
ledge, wasdom, evolution, progression, lovalty 1o those
close o me, and so oo. | can only give examples and
summaries within these queshions, otherwise this inter-
view would take me fucking ages o write. Some of my
personal, deeper thoughts are unique Lo mysel{ (as far
as [ know), though | haven't discussed them here. Basic-
ally, I live mv own life, and make my own path. [f anvone
fucks with that then [ fuck them up so that thev can't do
it again.

In general the lyrics io me are so depressive a‘?rey
could be suicide inducing - is this because your
own lives are shrouded in misery ¥ Or, in realify,
are you happy, and choose 10 eradicete anv sad-
ness through your music ?

- Well, a person would have 1o be very depressed for
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them o commult suicide over the words of someone else,
and therefore if & person were Lo commit suicide after
reading our lyrics, it wouldn't be the lyrics that caused
them to do so. Our lives have been shrouded in misery
very much so in the past, throughout our childhoods,
andat certain points in time, they still are. We sre not
"happy ", but we are content within our minds. We do
channel our sorrow, etc, mto the music as a form of rele-
ase (hence, our music captures the essence of ritualised
emotional release) and therefore we are pot constantly
depressed, because we maintain the equilibnum of our
muads (not only through music, but also by other means)
as ['ve stated before. Personally, | do spend a great deal
of ime in sorrow and hatred, but that does not mesn to
say thal I'm muserable, or depressed on the whole. There
are good and bad aspects o all emotions, sorrow is the
same. [t can be bepeficial when it is not at an excess that
mught be detrumental, or self-destructive. It's beneficial
n it's perspective. | could never conceive myself as
being a "happy” person. To be content 1s more reward-
ing for me. | prefer pleasure to bappiness.
